
Governor Paterson to call Legislature into Special Session 

October 3, 2008

The Governor and the Legislative Leaders met this morning in Manhattan, to discuss New York State's fiscal outlook. The State Division of the Budget today released a preliminary report, which formed the basis of the discussion: .http://www.budget.state.ny.us/pubs/press/2008/PreliminaryAnalysisofRecentBudgetDevelopments.pdf .

In short, the Governor will call the Legislature back into Special Session on Tuesday, November 18, 2008, to slash an additional $2 billion in state spending from the current state fiscal year (SFY) 2008-2009.
